AHEAD OF ANAM-BRA GOVER-NORSHIP ELEC-TION: CVR TO START ON 19TH AUGUST
A
head of the gover-norship election in Anambra state scheduled for November 16th 2013, the Independent National Electoral Com-mission (INEC) is to flag off a Continous Voter Registration (CVR) exer-cise on the 19th of August 2013. The exercise will end on the 25th August 2013.

In the course of the Con-tinous Voter Registration exercise, the following category of voters will be eligible to register:
· Nigerians of Anambra state origin;

· Those who have turned 18 years;
· Those who did not register in the last registration exercise;

· Those who lost their voter cards; and
· Those who have no legal encumbrances.

The Director Voter Registry, Engr. Emmanuel Akem explained to Daily Bulletin that those who lost their voter cards can apply through their Electoral Officers (E.O.s) in the Commission’s Local Gover-nment offices. Such applica-tions, he further explained, must be genuine and sup-ported by sworn affidavits.

Already the Commission has printed and displayed a comprehensive register of voters at all Polling Units (PUs) in Anambra state. It has invited all registered voters to confirm if their names are on the register. Those whose names are not on the register but are qualified and desire to register can do so at the wards nearest to their PUs.
The display of the Voter’s Register will be on until the end of the CVR exercise on 25th August 2013.
Apart from the display of the Voter’s Register (which
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is on-going), the Commis-sion did a Train-the-Trainers Workshop on the CVR and it is currently training field personnel, made up of INEC and National Youth Service Corps (NYSC) members. The field training will end on Friday, 16th August 2013.

Section 10(1) and (11) of the Electoral Act 2010 (as amended) states:

“Without prejudice to section 9(5), there shall be continous registration of all persons qualified to be registered voters.
“Each applicant for regis-tration under the continous registration system shall appear in person at the registration venue with any of the following documents, namely:
(a.) Birth or baptismal certificate;

(b.) National passport, identity card or driver’s license; or
(c.) Any document that will prove the identity, age and nationality of the applicant.”
