wenty three politi-cal parties are fiel-ding candidates to contest the Anam-bra state governorship election scheduled for Saturday, 16th November 2013. (see list on pg 2).
Anambra state is made up of twenty one local government areas and it has a total number of 1,784,506 registered voters.

The state has a total number of 4,608 Polling Units and 326 Registration Areas. Also, Anambra state has 120 Super Registration Centre (RACs) and 6,851 Voting Points.
The Independent National Electoral Commission (INEC) is deploying a total number of 12,622 election officials (Perma-nent and Ad hoc) to conduct the election.

There shall be one Returning Officer for the governorship election; 21 Local Government Collation Officers; 326 Regist-ration Area Collation Officers; 326 Supervising Presiding Offi-cers; 120 Registration Area (RA) Supervisors; 4,608 Presiding Officers (NYSC/FTI); and 6,851 Assistant Presiding Officers.

ding National Commis-sioners, Resident Electoral Commis-sioners (RECs) and Director are as follows:

National Commissioners, 6; RECs, 15; Registration Area (RA) cluster supervisors, 120.

KAYODE IDOWU GETS LEADERSHIP AWARD
